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This document provides code charts for the UFI (Unicode Font Initiative) variant of Kurinto fonts.
It is provided as part of a release package of the Kurinto Font Folio, available at
https://www.Kurinto.com/. This document is rendered using Kurinto Book UFI.
Kurinto's UFI fonts provide a superset of several encoding standards: including MUFI, CYFI, and
RUFI. These encoding standards have been developed by scholars in Medieval studies, linguists,
and font designers to support special characters in medieval texts written in the Latin, Cyrillic,
and Runic writing systems.
The intent of a "superset" font is to provide a wide range of characters that might exist in
documents of variarious vintages - i.e. that might have been authored at various times during
the development of the encoding standards. This "permissive" approach means that, even if a
characters at a particular code point has been relocated or decomissioned, these code charts
(and the Kurinto MUFI fonts) retain the prior code point mappings. Documents that rely on the
old code point mappings should still "work".
The downside of this "superset" approach is that it supports the use of deprecated and
decommissioned characters. Authors are encouraged to check the annotations in these code
charts for such deprecated and decommissioned code points and remap their documents as
advised. Also, there are cases where a given code point has been used for more than one
character in different standards or versions of a standard. These cases have been resolved by
using the most recent encoding standard for that code point.
Code points from the Unicode Standard are included if they are present in any of the other
encoding standards. Code points in the PUA (Private Use Area in the range U+E000-U+F8FF) are
used for characters present in any version of the encoding standards. There are also a few PUA
code points in this document that are not part of the MUFI, CYFI, or RUFI standards that are
present for other reasons - such as the "standard" ligatures at U+F001-U+F002.

Annotations

The code charts in this document include annotations composed from the Primary and
Secondard standards listed below. I have attempted to include the relevant information from
these sources to provide information and context on each character. These annotations include
cross references, alternate names suggested by the encoding standard, and the history of the
characters. 
Since this code chart is focused on code points rather than SGML entities or markups, the
annotations do not include entity names or information regarding markups.
Annotations that are purely my own comments are marked with the "Goss:" tag to distinguish
them from annotations drawn from the primary and secondary sources.

Primary Encoding Standards and Sources

Unicode12

Unicode version 12.1. Characters are included from Unicode 12.1 if they are present in any of the
other encoding standards shown below. All annotations from Unicode are provided, even if they
refer to characters outside of the UFI range.



The ranges of of some Unicode blocks shown in this document have been trimmed in order to
cut down on the size of and "blank space" in the Grid Charts. One example is the first block,
which was trimmed from 0000-007F to 0020-007F. Unicode blocks trimmed in this way are
notated with "[Subset]" in the title.
Unicode characters which do not appear in this UFI subset are marked as "Reserved" and shown
in the Grid Charts as greyed-out boxes. The Latin Extended-A Unicode block demonstrates this
situation. Note that these are not actually "Reserved" characters in Unicode.
